	AIM

The aim of the society is to promote the development of foot and ankle surgery and to advance education, study and research in this speciality. EFAS will meet its goal of advancement of the science and education in foot and ankle pathology, conservative and surgical treatment, offering practising physicians, residents and fellows instructional courses, seminars and symposia, international congresses as well as close collaboration and team learning programs to other medical and selected paramedical disciplines

MEMBERSHIP

There are Four categories of membership to which you can apply:

1. Full Members

 - affiliated National Society Members

 - non-affiliated Members 

2. Associate members

3. Global members

4. Corresponding members

1. Full Members

(i) National Societies within Europe may elect to join EFAS as an affiliated National Society. Membership of a national Society accepted for affiliation with EFAS will convey full membership of EFAS to that member and entitle them to receive the journal of the Society. They may also vote at the General Assembly and be elected to Council, unless they would fall into the category of Associate membership if applying independently as an individual to EFAS (vide infra).  

(ii) Full membership shall be available to European Orthopaedic and Trauma Surgeons who have an interest in foot & ankle surgery and who wish to join EFAS but do not have a national Society which is a member of EFAS or are not affiliated to a national Society which is a member of EFAS. Such members will need to demonstrate a commitment to foot and ankle surgery, as shall be determined by the Council of Management and advised by the membership committee. Full membership shall entitle the member to receive the journal of the Society and to vote at the General Assembly and be elected to Council. 

2. Associate members 
Associate members shall be individuals who are Orthopaedic Surgeons in training and who satisfy the Council of Management that they are committed to foot and ankle surgery. It shall also be available to Health practitioners, or Scientists, who are not surgically trained but who satisfy the Council of Management, as advised by the membership
	committee, that they are committed to the advancement of foot and ankle knowledge such as would benefit the Society. Associate members shall be entitled to receive the journal of the Society but not to vote at the General Assembly or be elected to Council. 

3. Global members

Individuals from outside of Europe who have an interest in foot & ankle surgery who demonstrate a commitment to foot and ankle surgery, as shall be determined by the Council of Management and advised by the membership committee. Global membership shall entitle the member to receive the journal of the Society but not to vote at the General Assembly or be elected to Council. 

4. Corresponding members shall be individuals from outside of Europe who wish to be informed of the Society’s activities but who do not wish to become full members of the Society and receive the Journal of the Society. Corresponding members shall not be entitled to vote at the General Assembly or be elected to Council. Corresponding members may elect to receive the Journal of the Society by paying the prescribed rate. 

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS 
1. Completed application form 
2. Curriculum Vitae and any evidence of publication
2 . Two referees, both of whom should be fully paid up  members of EFAS.

3. Approval of application by Council, followed by ratification at the General Assembly

4. Provide a complete curriculum vitae with application form
